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Electrochemical Cells Experiment

Year 13 students brought chemistry to life as they built their own
electrochemical cells in the lab. Using different metal solutions and a salt
bridge, they generated electrical energy from chemical reactions and
measured the voltage produced. This hands-on experiment deepened their
understanding of redox reactions and demonstrated how chemistry can
quite literally power change.
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A Mangrove Planting Field Trip
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Year 11 Geography students visited Zulal Wellness Resort for a field trip focused
on mangrove restoration. They took part in cleaning and planting mangroves,
gaining valuable hands-on experience in environmental conservation. Students
learned about the sustainability of mangrove ecosystems and explored the
resilience of the grey mangrove—the only species that grows naturally in Qatar.
The trip also highlighted the vital role mangroves play in protecting coastlines
and preventing soil erosion.
