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BEETROOT AND MEMBRANE PERMEABILITY
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Year 12 Biology students investigated cell
membrane behaviour through the Beetroot
and Membrane Permeability experiment. By
measuring pigment release under different
temperatures and solutions, they explored
how environmental changes affect membrane
stability. This hands-on activity helped them
connect theory with real scientific
observation.
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Class 8C explored the exciting reaction between metals and
acids in their recent experiment. Students added different metals
to diluted acids and observed the bubbles produced, discovering
how metals release hydrogen gas during the reaction. This
hands-on activity brought chemical theory to life and sparked
curiosity as students deepened their understanding of chemical
reactions.
